1. While Order of Paladins Sabbats vary in form and substance, which four rituals are considered to be "fixed" rituals for our Tradition?

2. What is the purpose of initiation? What does it mean to be an "initiate"?
3. Participating in an initiation, achieving a “rank” or wearing particular color belt means little without the hard work (both internal and external) these represent. How have you prepared yourself for your Arming? How do expect this will transform you? 
4. Why do you wish to become a Knight of the Order of Paladins?

5. How will you use your Knighthood?

6 How can a solitary student of our Order experience initiation?
7. Does one need to hold membership within a group to experience a meaningful initiation?  Why or why not?

8. It is said that life presents us with opportunities for initiation without always consciously seeking them. What do you think this means? Can you think of a time this held true for you? 

9. The practice of awarding colored belts is a relatively new practice in martial arts. Why was it put in place?
10. What is the purpose of the third phase of training, which prepares a knight for mastery? Which Magickal Weapons are involved in this final phase?
11. A Knight of our Order is expected to develop a mastery of all of the Magickal Weapons, not just the Magickal Weapon you dedicate yourself to in the Arming. What are the five groupings of Magickal Weapons and what elements are they related to? Which of the Magickal Weapons do you consider to be your weakest? How will you work to master it?

12. This lesson requires you to visit the Temple of Scáthach inside Caer Paladins: Describe your experience of this visit.

13. Lesson 11 suggested you visit the Caer’s Amory to inquire about your magickal weapon. What did you find or sense during your visit?
