Before you begin, review an Armoring ritual from the training blog. One can be found under the “Rituals, Sabbats and Inspiration” tab. 

1. What are the four  phases of training of the Order of Paladins, and what do they represent? The Armoring marks a transition from one phase to another. What are these phases?
2. Why do we NOT cast a circle for the Armoring ritual?
3. During the Armoring, magickal weapons charged with a technique borrowed from martial arts practice. What is it?

4. Initiates are asked to choose a Warrior aspect of Divinity with whose energy you'll work with and whose spirit you will send out from you as you progress on your path. Who have you chosen?

5. The Order of Paladins works with the Celtic pantheon during rituals. Name a couple Deities you will encounter during the Armoring.

6. Participants are issued “The Challenge” at the beginning of the ritual. Why do you think we begin by doing so? Did any of these challenges refer to your experience?
7. Many members choose warrior names for themselves. Why would they do this? Have you done so? Why or why not? If you have taken a warrior name, why did you chose that particular one? 

8. What are the seven principles Bushido listed in the ritual?

9. What are the 13 principles of the Code of Chivalry of our Order? Which one of them is the most important one for you?

10. What are the 13 Precepts of the Order of Paladins? Which one of them is the most important one for you?
