6. What is the Song of Paladins? Why does the Order of Paladins use it in ritual?
7. What is your personal I Am statement?

8. Within Caer Paladins there are several different structures set up for specific purposes. One of them is the Uranaikan. Which elemental energies converge in this location? What types of activities are supported here? 

9. Our astral temple, Caer Paladins, has an area called the Armory. Where is it located and give an example of how it can assist you?
10.  Why is symbolism a powerful tool for the magician?

11. The lesson asks you to perform a “Words, No Words” ritual. How did you call the quarters? How did your experiences with this ritual compare to others you have performed?

12. During the Squire phase of study, students are asked to dedicate to an element (air, fire, water or earth) and chose a corresponding magickal weapon prior to Knighting. You have time to make this decision but is there an element or weapon that already calls you? Why?
